VENDOR CHECK-IN: Please report to New Hopewell Outreach Center no later than 9:00 am. You will also be met

by a Vendor Committee representative at your arrival to show you your designated space.

SAFETY: Festival safety is critical to all of us!!! It is important that we all work together to have a safe and fun Rice
Festival. No vendor will be allowed to sell knives, mock guns, pop rocks, silly string play cigarettes,
inappropriate adult materials, alcohol, etc. The Rice Festival reserves the right to ask a vendor to discontinue the

sale of inappropriate items on the day of the festival.

VENDOR SPACE: Each allotted vendor space is 12x12 YOU ARE REQUIRED TO BRING YOUR OWN TENT,
